	> Please do not leave items with sentimental 
or monetary value at interment sites.

	> Limit decorations to stay within, not on, the 
boundary of your loved one’s interment site.

	> All flags and banners must be respectful.
	> Do not decorate trees, planters or hedges.
	> Items that do not follow guidelines will be 
removed and discarded.

Standard Maintenance Schedule
During non-holiday periods, all flowers and 
decorations are removed from interment sites 
weekly. To find the weekly maintenance day 
for a particular gravesite, scan the QR code 
on the back of this card.

NOTE: Funeral flowers are typically removed 
on the third day following a memorial service.
